Saturday, February 4th 11:00am and 1:00pm 

In space, friction is greatly reduced because of the 

microgravity environment.  To understand the 

effects of friction in space and in sports, 

participants will construct a CD hovercraft, and will 

curl to explore Newton’s Laws of Motion.  Who can 

minimize friction and obtain the most points in this 

winter carnival science challenge! 

 

Javelin Rockets

Like rockets, javelins are launched at an angle to 

compensate for gravity and drag.  Participants will 

build a rocket, and experiment with launch angles 

to explore the effects of gravity.  Ready, aim...fire ! 

 

Wacky Balloons

Manipulate the center of mass of an inflated balloon 

by taping metal washers on its outside, then create 

and play simulated microgravity sports with a ‘Wacky

Space Exercise

Did you know that astronauts lose, on average, 14% 

of their bone density in a 6 month stay on the 

International Space Station (ISS)? That’s because of 

the relative lack of gravity!  Find out why bone density 

is so important, what happens when we lose it, and 

why astronauts are required to exercise for up to 2 

hours a day while in space!

Participants will design and construct padded space 

helmet prototypes for eggstronauts, and find out 

why inertia is just as important to astronauts as it is 

to athletes!
